Dear Friends, 
Today we are reminded that Jesus is the Good Shepherd, committed to caring for his sheep through every danger, difficulty, and 
trauma. He told his disciples that he would lay down his life for his sheep. Indeed, this is exactly what he did. By laying down his 
life for our sins, he conquered death and raises us to eternal life with him. Let us allow the risen Lord to guide us to the idyllic 
pasture of salvation. 
THIS WEEK’S SCRIPTURE LESSON:  On Good Shepherd Sunday, we begin by hearing Peter insist that whatever good he has done 
is actually the saving work of Jesus Christ.
