Dear Friends,

We come here today in various states of disrepair. Perhaps we are worn down by an exhausting week of work. Perhaps we are
trying to cope with family or marital difficulties. Perhaps we have been wracked by grief, or guilt, or despair. The truth is that this
is the human condition. We’re human; we’re imperfect. We would do well to recognize this. We need to repent, to forgive, to rec-
oncile.
