Dear Friends,

Life is difficult. We struggle each day as we try to balance our checkbooks, our time, and our obligations. We come here to wor-
ship each week when we could be somewhere else, doing something else.

We have made the decision to give this
hour to the Lord. We are not the first to have to make this decision. The readings we hear today remind us that each of the Cho-
sen People and each of Jesus’ disciples were faced with the same decision. May their response inspire us.

THIS WEEK’S SCRIPTURE LESSON: For the Chosen People and Jesus’ disciples, this is the moment of truth. They must make a
choice: serve the Lord or leave. Joshua, in address-ing this question to all the people, gets one response, while Jesus, in ad-
dressing all his disciples, receives a different one. Saint Paul tells the Ephesians that we, the Church, are members of Christ's
body and that Christ loves the Church as a husband loves his wife. As we hear God’s word, let us insert ourselves in each read-
ing and make our choice.

STEWARDSHIP: As heads of the households, we are responsible for setting the example and teaching our children about serving
God. We serve God by meeting the needs of our brothers and sisters. Service is stewardship in action.
